Picked  by the needle with blood

Wash with plenty of clean 

water. 

Gargle with plenty of clean 

water. 

Wash with plenty of clean 

water.  

Wash with plenty of clean water, wipe with 

70% Alcohol or 10% povidone iodine. Do 

not squeeze blood.  

Inform the lecturer or the head of the course immediately.  

Conduct the examination of students at HRH Princess Maha Chakri Sirindhorn Medical 
Center by contacting the emergency department and inform the doctor to take care of the 

students and present the evidence of previous blood test to the doctor. 

Administer blood collection of students to detect Anti-HIV, Anti HBs, Anti HBc 
and Anti HBsAg within 24 hrs. 

Administer blood collection of the students with blood contaminated with 
secretions in the case of not having the evidence of the previous blood test for 

detecting Anti-HIV and Anti HBsAg within 24 hrs. 

** In case that those picked by the needle have no immune or the blood test results are positive in 
both those picked by the needle and the owner of the blood or secretions, they have to see the doctor 

for infectious diseases 

In the case of having a chance to get HIV infection, 

  take anti-HIV drugs within 24 hours 

and having blood collection at 6, 12 and 6 months. 

In case of being infectious with Hepatitis B, give HBIG 

immediately and inject 1 dose of Hepatitis vaccine and 

administer blood collection after 1 - 2 months of 

vaccination. 

** Report to the Dean of the Faculty of Nursing 
through the head of the course and the head of the department.   

Request a medical certificate and doctor’s opinion.
